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GUIDE FOR AUTHORS & PUBLICATION RULES

1. SCOPE AND AIM
Scientific Mining Journal, a publication of the Chamber of Mining Engineers of Turkey, has been published since 1960. 
The journal is a medium for the publication of original research papers, critical comprehensive reviews, and technical notes in all fields of mining engineering such as underground and surface mining, and mineral/coal processing. The journal also publishes discussion of papers which have been already published in the journal. 
The languages of the journal are Turkish and English. It is published quarterly (March, June, September and December). 
The objective of the journal is to contribute to the development of the profession of mining engineering at national and international levels.

2. SUBMISSION OF MANUSCRIPTS
Submission of new articles to Scientific Mining Journal and/or tracking of submitted articles can only be done electronically via the "Submit Your Paper" tab on the internet site, which can be accessed at http://www.mining.org.tr.
Before submitting your article, you are required to register with a new account or, if you are already a member, sign in as an “author” with your existing account information. 
You have to submit your article prepared in accordance with the following writing instructions as a "Microsoft Word document" with "doc" or "docx" extension via "Online Paper Management System". 
Papers submitted for publication must not have been published elsewhere, either in whole or in part or under a different title or different authorship, and it must not concurrently be under review for publication elsewhere. Complying with the research and publication ethics is considered an indisputable precondition to be published.

3. GUIDELINE FOR PREPARATION OF PAPERS
You have to create your paper according to the writing instructions described below, and the "Template" under the "Guide for Authors" section at http://www.mining.org.tr may help you.

3.1. Font
Manuscripts should be written in Microsoft Word Program with Arial 10 font and single spaced. Arial 12 font should be used in the title of manuscript. Bold texts should not be used except headings. 

3.2. Page Layout
Text area on Microsoft Word page should be set to A4 paper size (21.0x29.7 cm); top margin: 3.5 cm, bottom margin: 3.2 cm, left margin: 2.,5 cm, right margin: 2.4 cm.
The front page of the manuscript should be organized as a single column. In the front page, the title of the manuscript in uppercase, author names and addresses, corresponding author's e-mail address and the abstract with keywords should be written. The title of the manuscript should be chosen to be short (max 2 lines) and to best reflect the subject. If all the authors are from the same institution/organization, affiliation can be written in a single line under the author names. If the authors are from different institutions/organizations, the author names should be separated by superscripts such as a, b, c and address information should be given accordingly. Corresponding author should be necessarily defined by “*” superscript. 
The abstract should briefly and concisely convey the purpose, content and the results of the study, not exceeding 200 words in length. References should not be cited in the abstract. Number of the keywords can be up to 5.
The main text of the manuscript should be written as two columns, with column widths of 73 mm and space between columns of 5 mm. Two lines should be left before the main headings in the manuscript, and one line after the headings. In addition, a line space should be left between the paragraphs and the subheadings.
Paragraphs should start at the very left of the text usage area. Tables and figures should be separated from the text by a single space. The total length of the manuscript should not exceed 14 pages. All pages, including the front page, must be numbered. 

3.2.1. Headings
All headings should be written in uppercase, with the characters beginning with the leftmost of the text usage area. Headings of each section should be numbered according to the numerical system, such as 1., 2., etc. 

3.2.2. Sub-headings
Subheadings should be written in bold and sentence case (only first letter is capital) beginning from the leftmost of the text area. They also should be numbered according to numerical system such as 1.1., 1.2., 3.1.1., 3.1.2., etc. The tertiary subheadings should be written in italics and bold without being numbered.

3.3. Equations
If the manuscript involves any equation, then it should be placed by using Insert/Equation steps defined in Microsoft Word. Symbols used in equations should be explained together with their units.  Each equation should be numbered and displayed on the rightmost edge of the writing area, and this number should be referred in the text. The equations should start from the paragraph beginning line, e.g.,

3.4. Tables, Figures and Photos
Figures and photos can be inserted in color, but resolution should be set to at least 300 dpi, and tables should not be added as images. Only horizontal lines should be used on the tables. The size of the tables should not exceed the specified text area, and the units of values (such as kg, m, Cº) in the table should be given. Tables, figures and photos should be referred in the text just before they placed. Table captions should be in sentence case and numbered at the top of the table. Figure and photo captions should be in sentence case, and also numbered just below of them. Punctuation marks should not be placed at the end of the captions. If a table, figure or photo is quoted as it is from any reference, the cited reference should be indicated in parentheses at the end of relevant captions. If the table, figure or photo is too large to fit in a single column, it should be preferred to center the page and give it at the beginning or end of the page.

3.5. Units and Abbreviations
International units (SI) should be used. Abbreviations should be written as uppercase characters in parentheses within their first appearance in the text and no space between the characters (e.g., Union of Chambers of Turkish Engineers and Architects (UCTEA)). 
The decimal numbers should be separated by "." while "," should be used for the thousand digits.

3.6. References
All references cited in the manuscript should be listed under the title "REFERENCES" at the end of the text. Arial 9 font should be used. References should be written in alphabetical order by author surnames. Citation to any reference within the text should be made in author surname and year format. However, if the reference is taken from internet and/or the author is not specified, it should be in the form of Anon and year. If there is more than one unspecified reference, then they can be stated as Anon (a), Anon (b), Anon (c), ... Examples of citation to references in the text include: (Garner, 1980), (Gaudin and Fuerstenau, 1955), (Watson et al., 1997), (Madrigal, 1998), (Watson et al., 1997; Madrigal, 1998), (Anon (a), 1999).
References should be written in accordance with the APA format such as:

Gaudin, A. M., Fuerstenau, D. W., 1955. Quartz Flotation with Anionic Collectors. Trans. AIME, 202, 958-964. 
Watson, R. T., Kelly, G. G. , Galliers, R. D., Branncheau, J. C., 1997. Key Issues in Information Systems Management: An International Perspetive. Journal of Management Information Systems, 13 (4), 91-116. 
Smith, R., 1994. Principles of Gold Processing. 2nd Edition, McGraw Hill, pp. 400.

4. ACCEPTANCE OF MANUSCRIPTS TO PUBLISH 

Manuscripts are sent to at least two peer-reviewers by the Editorial Board to be evaluated, whom are the experts on that relevant subject. The editorial board decides whether the manuscript can be published or not published directly or through some revisions in accordance with the peer-reviewers' evaluations. The decision is reported to the author via e-mail. The author-editor-reviewer cycle in the revision process can be repeated until the revision becomes publishable as editorial content and style.
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
